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What is a high-pressure
natural gas line?

To serve the territory of Québec, natural gas is
carried over long distances by a network of steel
pipes, flowing through them highly pressurized
(up to 30 times the pressure of a car tire).

The presence of high-pressure gas lines is
indicated by visible markers that provide
emergency information. These markers do not
indicate the exact location of a pipeline.

Area protected

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by a previous owner - to enable us to build, operate,
perform work on or maintain gas installations.

The area protected by the easement must provide
unobstructed access at all times so our employees
can circulate, on foot or by vehicle, while performing
maintenance work or in the event of an emergency.
In this area, it is prohibited to erect buildings,
structures or anything else that might compromise
the safety of the gas network.

» any ground disturbance at a depth of 30 cm
or more;

e any crop farming at a depth of 45 cm or more;
» the erecting of any structures;
» the circulation of heavy vehicles;

» excavation or backfill work.

Preventive
activities

Each year, Champion Pipeline
engages in preventive activities
in the area protected by the
easement in order to ensure the
integrity of the underground
high-pressure gas line located

on your land. The schedule of
these activities is available online.

Any ground disturbance activity to be carried out in a
strip of land measured 30 m perpendicularly on each

side from the centreline of a natural gas pipe requires
prior written authorization from Champion Pipeline.

How can you recognize a leak?

Some potential signs:

e The smell of rotten eggs; « A low whistle;

» Dead or discoloured
vegetation in grassed
areas;

« Continuous bubbling in
humid or flooded areas;

» The presence of a flame
(if there is a leak and
a source of ignition).

« A noticeable release
of dust from an opening
in the ground;

» Evacuate the area and
try to prevent anyone
from having access;

* Avoid flames and sparks;
